LAN Qualification-tournament progress:
1. In the first round teams will be divided into 8 groups of 5 players. The players will compete with each other in a 1-best-of-one (BO1) fight. 3 best players from each group will proceed into the next stage.

2. Top 24 players will be moved into a single-elimination bracket where the 2nd-placed players will play against players taking third place. Players will play one best-of-three (BO3) fight.

3.  Winners will proceed in the bracket against players, who were first in first stage. Matches will proceed with BO3 format. 

4.  The Winner of Qualification will fight for strongest Baltic FIFA 18 player name in LAN finals.

The LAN Finals:
1.In the first round players will be divided into the group. The players will compete with each other in a 1-best-of-one (BO1) fight. 

2. In the second round players will proceed in the single-elimination bracket. Winner will play against player placed 4th and 2nd placed player will play against 3rd placed player. Players will compete  in a 1-best-of-three (BO3) fight.

3. Losers will compete in a 1-best-of-three (BO3) fight for the third place.

5. Winners will fight for strongest Baltic FIFA 18 player name. Final will proceed with BO3 format.
